Please ensure you refer to
the school website (link below) for the full school uniform list. | would like to highlight
aspects of uniform around hair and jewellery — students are not permitted to wear
jewellery, any piercings (including clear piercings) or have extreme hairstyles and
colours. Mount St Joseph - Uniform, Jewellery & Hairstyles (msj.bolton.sch.uk). In
addition, students must not wear false eyelashes, false nails or make-up.

Year group-coloured lanyards must be worn at all times and are now part of the
school uniform.
